5. Local Plans

The Comprehensive Land Use Plan (CLUP) sets the local governmentôs 

strategic directions for the next ten years and provide an explicit expression of the 
present administrationôs goals, objectives, strategic priorities and programs that are 
consistent with the LGU vision and mission. The formulation of the CLUP involved 
the participation of various stakeholders in the community in its various stages, from 
needs identification to plan implementation, monitoring and evaluation. It represents 
the collective aspiration, needs and priorities of the local community and therefore 
enjoys broad-based support. It is also the administrationôs sincere invitation to all its 
constituents and resource institutions to be its pro-active partners in progress. 

¶ Bacolod City Local Climate Change Action Plan (LCCAP) 2016-2026 
Section 14 of RA 9729 (Climate Change Act of 2009), as amended by RA 

10174, provides that, Local Government Units shall be the frontline agencies in the 
formulation, planning and implementation of Climate Change Action Plans in their 
respective areas, consistent with the provisions of the Local Government Code, the 
National Framework Strategy on Climate Change, and the National Climate Change 
Action Plan.  Every local government unit is mandated to promote the general 
welfare of its inhabitants within its territorial jurisdiction as mandated by RA 7160, 
Section 2a, 16 and 17. Bacolod City Local Climate Change Action Plan 2016-2026 
was anchored on the National Climate Change Action Plan which outlines the 
countryôs agenda for adaptation and mitigation. In drafting the NCCAP, the multi-
sectoral processes conducted ensured that the concern of various sectors are heard 
and considered. Public financing will prioritize adaptation to reduce vulnerability and 
risks of communities particularly the vulnerable and marginalized sectors of society. 
This plan will provide a policy environment that will encourage the participation of 
private sector to optimize mitigation opportunities towards sustainable development. 
The goal is to build the adaptive capacities of Bacoleños men, women and children 
in their communities, increase the resilience of the vulnerable sectors and natural 
ecosystem to climate change, and optimize mitigation towards gender responsive 
and sustainable development.  
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DEFINITION OF TERMS 

Adaptation ï the adjustment in natural or human systems in response to actual or expected 
climatic stimuli or their effects, which moderates harm or exploits beneficial opportunities. 

 
Adaptive Capacity - In the context of climate change, refers to the ability of ecological, social 
or economic systems to adjust to climate change including climate variability and extremes, 
To moderate or offset potential damages and to take advantage of associated opportunities 
with changes in climate or to cope with the consequences thereof (RA9729). 
 
All Hazards Approach - This means to strengthen technical and scientific capacity to 
capitalize on and consolidate existing knowledge and to develop and apply methodologies 
and models to assess disaster risks, vulnerabilities and exposure to all hazards (Sendai 
Framework for Disaster Risk Reduction (SFDRR) 2015-2030). 
 
Barangay Disaster Risk Reduction and Management Committee (BDRRMC) - A regular 
committee of the existing BDC and shall be subject thereto. The Punong Barangay shall 
facilitate and ensure the participation of at least two (2) CSO representatives from existing 
and active community-based people's organizations representing the most vulnerable and 
marginalized groups in the barangay. 
  
Basic Sectors - Refers to the disadvantaged sectors of Philippine society including farmer-
peasants, fisherfolk, workers in the formal sector including migrant workers, workers in the 
informal sector, indigenous peoples and cultural communities, women, persons with 
disability, senior citizens, victims of calamities/natural and human-induced disasters, youth 
and students, children, urban poor and members of cooperatives (RA 11291). 
 
Casualty - A person who died, got injured/ill or reported missing in relation to an emergency 
or disaster. 
 
Capacity ï a combination of all strengths and resources available within a community, 
society or organization that can reduce the level of risk, or effects of a disaster. Capacity may 
include infrastructure and physical means, institutions, societal coping abilities, as well as 
human knowledge, skills, tools, systems, processes, appropriate technologies and collective 
attributes such as social relationships, leadership and management. Capacity may also be 
described as capability. 
 
Civil Defense ï disaster preparedness and prevention activities, other than military actions, 
geared towards the reduction of loss of life and property brought about by natural and human-
induced disasters. Civil Defense may also be referred to as Civil Protection. 
 
Civil Society Organizations or CSO ï non-state actors whose aims are neither to generate 
profits nor to seek governing power. CSOs unite people to advance shared goals and 
interests. They have a presence in public life, expressing the interests and values of their 
members or others, and are based on social, ethical, cultural, scientific, religious or 
philanthropic and other considerations. CSOs include non-government organizations 
(NGOs), professional associations, foundations, independent research institutes, community-
based organizations (CBOs), faith-based organizations, peopleôs organizations, social 
movements, and labor unions. 
 
Climate and Disaster Risk Assessment - studying risk and vulnerabilities of exposed 
elements associated with natural hazards and climate change. 
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Climate Change ï a change in climate that can be identified by changes in the mean and/or 
variability of its properties and that persists for an extended period typically decades or longer, 
whether due to natural variability or as a result of human activity. 
 
Climate Risk - This refers to the product of climate and related hazards working over the 
vulnerability of human and natural ecosystems (RA 9729). 
 
Climate Variability - This refers to the variations in the average state and in other statistics 
of the climate on all temporal and spatial scales beyond that of individual weather events (RA 
9729). 
 
Command and Control - Exercise of authority and direction by the Incident Commander 
over resources checked-in to accomplish the objectives (NDRP). 
 
Community-Based Disaster Risk Reduction and Management or CBDRRM ï a process 
of disaster risk reduction and management in which at risk communities are actively engaged 
in the identification, analysis, treatment, monitoring and evaluation of disaster risks in order 
to reduce their vulnerabilities and enhance their capabilities, and where the people are at the 
heart of decision-making and implementation of disaster risk reduction and management 
activities. 
 
Complex Emergency ï a form of human-induced emergency in which the cause of the 
emergency as well as the assistance to the afflicted is complicated by intense level of political 
considerations. 
 
Contingency Planning ï a management process that analyzes specific potential events or 
emerging situations that might threaten society or the environment and establishes 
arrangements in advance to enable timely, effective and appropriate responses to such 
events and situations. 
 
Crisis Management - Involves plans and institutional arrangement to engage and guide 
the efforts of government, non-government, voluntary and private agencies in 
comprehensive and coordinated ways to respond to the entire spectrum of crisis needs 
(NDRP). 
 
Critical Infrastructure - This refers to an asset or system, whether physical or virtual, so 
essential to the maintenance of vital societal functions or to the delivery of essential public 
services that the incapacity or destruction of such systems and assets would have a 
debilitating impact on national defense and security, national economy, public health or 
safety, the administration of justice and other functions analogous thereto. It may include, 
but is not limited to, an asset or system affecting telecommunications, water and energy 
supply, emergency services, food security, fuel supply, banking and finance, transportation, 
radio and television, information systems and technology, chemical and nuclear sectors 
(RA 11479) 
 
Development Partners - These refer to regional organizations, multilateral organizations, 
and donor agencies. 
 
Disaster ï a serious disruption of the functioning of a community or a society involving 
widespread human, material, economic or environmental losses and impacts, which exceeds 
the ability of the affected community or society to cope using its own resources. Disasters

are often described as a result of the combination of: the exposure to a hazard; the conditions 
of vulnerability that are present; and insufficient capacity or measures to reduce or cope with 
the potential negative consequences. Disaster impacts may include loss of life, injury, 
disease and other negative effects on human, physical, mental and social well-being, 
together with damage to property, destruction of assets, loss of services, social and economic 
disruption and environmental degradation. 
 
Disaster Mitigation ï the lessening or limitation of the adverse impacts of hazards and 
related disasters. Mitigation measures include but not limited to the engineering techniques 
and hazard-resistant construction but includes as well as improved environmental policies 
and programs and public awareness. 
 
Disaster Preparedness ï the knowledge and capacities developed by governments, 
professional response and recovery organizations, communities and individuals to effectively 
anticipate, respond to, and recover from ï the impacts of likely, imminent or current hazard 
events or conditions. Preparedness action is carried out within the context of disaster risk 
reduction and management and aims to build the capacities needed to efficiently manage all 
types of emergencies and achieve orderly transitions from response to sustained recovery. 
Preparedness is based on a sound analysis of disaster risk, and good linkages with early 
warning systems, and includes such activities as contingency planning, stockpiling of 
equipment and supplies, the development of arrangements for coordination, evacuation and 
public information, and associated training and field exercises. These must be supported by 
formal institutional, legal and budgetary capacities. 
 
Disaster Prevention ï the outright avoidance of adverse impacts of hazards and related 
disasters. It expresses the concept and intention to completely avoid potential adverse 
impacts through action taken in advance such as construction of dams or embankments that 
eliminate flood risks, land-use regulations that do not permit any settlement in high-risk 
zones, and seismic engineering designs that ensure the survival and function of a critical 
building in any likely earthquake. 
 
Disaster Response ï the provision of emergency services and public assistance during or 
immediately after a disaster in order to save lives, reduce health impacts, ensure public safety 
and meet the basic subsistence needs of the people affected. Disaster response is 
predominantly focused on immediate and short-term needs and is sometimes called ñdisaster 
reliefò. 
 
Disaster Risk ï the potential disaster losses in lives, health status, livelihood, assets and 
services, which could occur to a particular community or a society over some specified future 
time period. 
 
Disaster Risk Reduction ï the concept and practice of reducing disaster risks through 
systematic efforts to analyze and manage the causal factors of disasters, including through 
reduced exposures to hazards, lessened vulnerability of people and property, wise 
management of land and the environment, and improved preparedness for adverse events. 
 
Disaster Risk Reduction and Management ï the systematic process of using 
administrative directives, organizations, and operational skills and capacities to implement 
strategies, policies and improved coping capacities in order to lessen the adverse impacts of 
hazards and the possibility of disaster. Prospective disaster risk reduction and management 
refers to risk reduction and management activities that address and see to avoid the 
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development of new or increased disaster risks, especially if risk reduction policies are not 
put in place. 
 
Disaster Risk Reduction and Management Council (DRRMC) - Organized body of 
government agencies, to include the civil society organizations and private sector, 
mandated to undertake DRRM functions from the national to local levels. The composition, 
powers and functions of the DRRMC are defined in RA 10121 (NDRP). 
 
Disaster Risk Reduction and Management Information System ï a specialized database 
which contains, among others, information on disasters and their human material, economic 
and environmental impact, risk assessment and mapping and vulnerable groups. 
 
Disaster Victims ï persons or group of persons who have been adversely affected by a 
natural or human-induced hazard who have to leave their habitual places of residence due 
to exiting or impending threats, damaged shelter units, with casualty among immediate family 
members or those who remained in their habitual places of origin when still habitable but 
whose main source of income or livelihood had been damaged and are experiencing 
hopelessness and difficulty in coping or responding to the onslaught of the hazardous events 
on their own resources. 
 
Early Recovery ï multidimensional process of recovery that begins in a humanitarian setting. 
It is guided by development principles that seek to build on humanitarian programs and 
catalyze sustainable development opportunities. It aims to generate self-sustaining, 
nationally-owned, resilient processes for post-crisis recovery. It encompasses the restoration 
of basic services, livelihoods, shelter, governance, security and rule of law, environment and 
social dimensions, including reintegration of displaced populations. 
 
Early Warning System ï the set of capacities needed to generate and disseminate timely 
and meaningful warning information to enable individuals, communities and organizations 
threatened by hazard to prepare and to act appropriately and in sufficient time to reduce the 
possibility of harm or loss. A people-centered early warning system necessarily comprises 
four (4) key elements: knowledge of the risks; monitoring, analysis and forecasting of the 
hazards; communication or dissemination of alerts and warnings; and local capabilities to 
respond to the warnings received. The expression ñend-to-end warning systemò is also used 
to emphasize that warning systems need to span all steps from hazard detection to 
community response. 
 
Earthquake - A sudden and violent shaking of the ground produced by the sudden 
movement of rock materials below the earthôs surface. These disturbances usually occur 
along existing fault lines or zones of structural weaknesses. There are two ways by which 
we can measure the strength of an earthquake: magnitude and intensity. 
 
Emergency ï unforeseen or sudden occurrence, especially danger, demanding immediate 
action. 
 
Emergency Management ï the organization and management of resources such as 
volunteers, funds, donations, food and non-food items, temporary evacuation centers, and 
responsibilities for addressing all aspects of emergencies, in particular preparedness, 
response and initial recovery steps. 
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Emergency Operations Center - The facility mandated by RA 10121 to be established in 
every DRRMC that shall be operated and staffed on a twenty-four (24) hour basis for 
coordination work on DRRM (NDRP). 
 
Emerging or re-emerging infectious diseases - This refers to diseases that (1) have not 
occurred in humans before; (2) have occurred previously but affected only small numbers of 
people in isolated areas; (iii) have occurred throughout human history but have only 
recently been recognized as a distant disease due to an infectious agent; (iv) are caused by 
previously undetected or unknown infectious agents; (v) are due to mutant or resistant 
strains of a causative organism; or (vi) once were major health problems in the country, and 
then declined dramatically, but a rea again becoming health problems for a significant 
proportion of the population (RA 11332) 
 
Epidemic - Refers to the occurrence in a community or region of cases of an illness, 
specific health-related behavior, or other health-related events clearly in excess of normal 
expectancy. The community or region and the period in which the cases occur are specified 
precisely. The number of cases indicating the presence of an epidemic varies according to 
the agent, size, and type of population exposed; previous experience or lack of exposure to 
the disease; and time and place occurrence. 
 
Exposure ï the degree to which the elements at risk are likely to experience hazard events 
of different magnitudes. 
 
Evacuation - An evacuation of a population in a specific area to prevent the possible 
disastrous effects of a hazard. 
 
Geographic Information System ï a database which contains, among others, geo-hazard 
assessments, information on climate change, and climate risk reduction and management. 
 
Hazard ï a dangerous phenomenon, substance, human activity or condition that may cause 
loss of life, injury or other health impacts, property damage, loss of livelihood and services, 
social and economic disruption, or environmental damage. 
 
Human-induced hazard - Human-induced significant incidents resulting in acts of 
terrorism, destabilization, criminal activities, and disruption of normal day-to-day economic 
activities that require prompt intervention to contain the incident, mitigate the effects, and 
normalize the situation (NDRP). 
 
Human security - As defined by the Commission on Human Security (CHS), it is to protect 
the vital core of all human lives in ways that enhance human freedoms and human fulfillment. 
Human security means protecting fundamental freedoms ï freedoms that are the essence of 
life. It means protecting people from critical (severe) and pervasive (widespread) threats and 
situations. It means using processes that build on peopleôs strengths and aspirations. It 
means creating political, social, environmental, economic, military and cultural systems that 
together give people the building blocks of survival, livelihood and dignity (CHS, 2003). 
 
Incident - An occurrence or event, natural or human-induced, that requires an emergency 
response to protect life or property. Incidents can, for example, include major disasters, 
emergencies, terrorist attacks, terrorist threats, wildland and urban fires, floods, hazardous 
materials spills, nuclear accidents, aircraft accidents, earthquakes, hurricanes, tornadoes, 
tropical storms, war-related disasters, public health and medical emergencies, and other 
occurrences requiring an emergency response (NDRP). 
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Incident Command System - As defined in the Memo Circular 04, s. 2012, it is a 
standardized, on-scene, all hazard incident management concept; allows its users to adopt 
an integrated organizational structure to match the complexities and demands of single or 
multiple incidents without being hindered by jurisdictional boundaries. ICS is a non-
permanent organization and is activated only in response to disasters and emergencies 
(NDRP). 
 
Incident Management Team - A team composed of Command Staff and General Staff who 
will take the lead in ICS implementation (NDRP). 
 
Internally Displaced Persons (IDPs) or Persons Displaced by the Disaster ï are persons 
or groups of persons who have been forced or obliged to flee or to leave their homes or 
places of habitual residence, in particular as a result of or in order to avoid the effects of 
natural or human-induced disasters, and who have not crossed an internationally recognized 
State border. 
 
Interoperability - In the context of the ñNational Disaster Preparedness Planò (NDPP), refers 
to the sharing and collaboration of information relevant to disaster preparedness. It requires 
the setting up of a common information platform that agencies and institutions can contribute 
to and can access, for the purpose of informed decision-making in disaster preparedness 
actions. Specific to risk analysis, interoperability allows preparedness in order to avoid 
disasters. 
 
Land-Use Planning ï the process undertaken by public authorities to identify, evaluate and 
decide on different options for the use of land including consideration of long-term economic, 
social and environmental objectives and the implications for different communities and 
interest groups, and the subsequent formulation and promulgation of plans that describe the 
permitted or acceptable uses. 
 
Management of the Dead and Missing (MDM) - Standard process of handling dead 
bodies and body parts (retrieval, human identification and final disposal), together with 
missing persons and bereaved families, ensuring that legal norms are followed, and the 
dignity of the deceased and their families is respected, in accordance with their cultural and 
religious beliefs. 
 
Mitigation ï structural and non-structural measures undertaken to limit the adverse impact 
of natural hazards, environmental degradation, and technological hazards and to ensure the 
ability of at-risk communities to address vulnerabilities aimed at minimizing the impact of 
disasters. Such measures include, but are not limited to, hazard-resistant construction and 
engineering works, the formulation and implementation of plans, programs, projects and 
activities, awareness raising, knowledge management, policies on land-use and resource 
management, as well as the enforcement of comprehensive land-use planning, building and 
safety standards, and legislation. 
 
National Disaster Risk Reduction and Management Framework or NDRRM Framework 
ï provides for comprehensive, all hazards, multi-sectoral, inter-agency and community-based 
approach to disaster risk reduction and management. 
 
National Disaster Risk Reduction and Management Plan or NDRRMP ï the document to 
be formulated and implemented by the Office of Civil Defense (OCD) that sets out goals and 
specific objectives for reducing disaster risks together with related actions to accomplish 
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these objectives. The NDRRMP shall provide for the identification of hazards, vulnerabilities 
and risks to be managed at the national level; disaster risk reduction and management 
approaches and strategies to be applied in managing said hazards and risks; agency roles, 
responsibilities and lines of authority at all government levels; and vertical and horizontal 
coordination of disaster risk reduction and management in the pre-disaster and post-disaster 
phases and the budgetary resources to implement the plan. It shall be in conformity with 
NDRRM Framework. 
Post-Disaster Recovery ï the restoration and improvement where appropriate, of facilities, 
livelihood and living conditions of disaster-affected communities, including efforts to reduce 
disaster risk factors, in accordance with the principles of ñbuild back betterò. 
 
Operations Center - An operating facility to be established by the NDRRMC, DRRMC and 
LDRRMCs as required by RA 10121. It shall be operated and staffed on a twenty-four (24) 
hour basis. During emergencies, the Operations Center shall be activated into an 
ñEmergency Operations Center (NDRP). 

 
 

Preparedness ï pre-disaster actions and measures being undertaken within the context of 
disaster risk reduction and management and are based on sound risk analysis as well as pre-
disaster activities to avert or minimize loss of life and property such as, but not limited to, 
community organizing, training, planning, equipping, stockpiling, hazard mapping, insuring of 
assets, and public information and education initiatives. 
 
Pre-disaster Risk Assessment ï a process to evaluate a hazardôs level of risk given the 
degrees of exposure and vulnerability in a specific area. It presents the possible impacts on 
the populace and forms as basis to determine the appropriate level of response actions from 
the national level down to the local government units (LGU). 
 
Private Sector ï the key actor in the realm of the economy where the central social concern 
and process are the mutually beneficial production and distribution of goods and services to 
meet the physical needs of human beings. The private sector comprises private corporations, 
households and nonprofit serving households. 
 
Post-Disaster Needs Assessment - is an internationally accepted methodology for 
determining the physical damages, economic losses, and costs of meeting recovery needs 
after a natural disaster through a government-led process. 
 
Post-Disaster Recovery - The restoration and improvement where appropriate, of facilities, 
livelihood and living conditions. of disaster-affected communities, including efforts to reduce 
disaster risk factors, in accordance with the principles of ñbuild back betterò (RA 10121). 
 
Private Sector - This refers to the key actor in the realm of the economy where the central 
social concern and process are the mutually beneficial production and distribution of goods 
and services to meet the physical needs of human beings. The private sector comprises 
private corporations, households and nonprofit institutions serving households (RA 
10121). 
 
Public Health Emergency - This refers to an occurrence or imminent threat of an illness of 
health condition that (i) is caused by any of the following: (1) bioterrorism; (2) appearance of 
a novel or previously controlled or eradicated infectious agent or biological toxin; (3) a natural 
disaster; (4) a chemical attack or accidental release; (5) a nuclear attack or accident; (6) an 
attack or accidental release of radioactive materials; and (ii) poses a high probability of any 
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of the following: (1) a large number of deaths in the affected population; (2) a large number 
of serious injuries or long-term disabilities in the affected population; (3) widespread exposure 
to an infectious or toxic agent that poses a significant risk of substantial harm to a large 
number of people in the affected population; (4) international exposure to an infectious or 
toxic agent that poses a significant risk to the health of citizens of other countries; or (5) trade 
and travel restrictions (RA 11332) 
 
Public Sector Employees ï all persons in the civil service. 
 
Public Service Continuity Planning - This refers to the development of the business 
continuity plan for the public sector, which provides the documented procedures that guide 
organizations to respond, recover, resume, and restore to a pre-defined level of operation 
following disruption (NDRRMC, 2018) 
 
Rapid Damage Assessment and Needs Analysis - A disaster response mechanism that is 
used immediately in the early emergency phase to determine the extent of impacts and 
assess the priority needs of the communities (NDRP). 
 
Rehabilitation ï measures that ensure the ability of affected communities/areas to restore 
their normal level of functioning by rebuilding livelihood and damaged infrastructures and 
increasing the communitiesô organizational capacity. 
 
Resilience ï the ability of a system, community or society exposed to hazards to resist, 
absorb, accommodate and recover from the effects of a hazard in a timely and efficient 
manner, including through the preservation and restoration of its essential basic structures 
and functions. 
 
Response ï any concerted effort by two (2) or more agencies, public or private, to provide 
assistance or intervention during or immediately after a disaster to meet the life preservation 
and basic subsistence needs of those people affected and in the restoration of essential 
public activities and facilities. 
 
Risk ï the combination of the probability of an event and its negative consequences. Also, 
the probability of harmful consequences, or expected losses (deaths, injuries, properties, 
livelihoods, economic activity disruption or environmental damage) resulting from interactions 
between natural, human-induced hazards and vulnerable conditions. 
 
Risk Assessment ï a methodology to determine the nature and extent of risk by analyzing 
potential hazards and evaluating existing conditions of vulnerability that together could 
potentially harm exposed people, property, services, livelihood and the environment on which 
they depend. Risk assessments with associated risk mapping include: a review of the 
technical characteristics of hazards such as their location, intensity, frequency and 
probability; the analysis of exposure and vulnerability including the physical, social, health, 
economic and environmental dimensions; and the evaluation of the effectiveness of 
prevailing and alternative coping capacities in respect to likely risk scenarios. 
 
Risk Management ï the systematic approach and practice of managing uncertainty to 
minimize potential harm and loss. It comprises risk assessment and analysis, and the 
implementation of strategies and specific actions to control, reduce and transfer risks. It is 
widely practiced by organizations to minimize risk in investment decisions and to address 
operational risks such as those of business disruption, production failure, environmental 
damage, social impacts and damage from fire and natural hazards. 
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Risk Transfer ï the process of formally or informally shifting the financial consequences of 
particular risks from one party to another whereby a household, community, enterprise or 
state authority shall obtain resources from the other party after a disaster occurs, in exchange 
for ongoing or compensatory social or financial benefits provided to that other party. 
 
Social Protection ï Constitutes policies and programs that seek to reduce poverty and 
vulnerability to risks and enhance the social status and rights of the marginalized by 
promoting and protecting livelihood and employment, protecting against hazards and 
sudden loss of income, and improving peopleôs capacity to manage risks (PDP 2017-2022). 
 
State of Calamity ï a condition involving mass casualty and/or major damages to property, 
disruption of means of livelihoods, roads and normal way of life of people in the affected 
areas as a result of the occurrence of natural or human-induced hazard. 
 
Sustainable Development ï development that meets the needs of the present without 
compromising the ability of future generations to meet their own needs. It contains within two 
(2) key concepts: (1) the concept of ñneedsò, in particular, the essential needs of the worldôs 
poor, to which overriding priority should be given; and (2) the idea of limitations imposed by 
the state of technology and social organizations on the environmentôs ability to meet present 
and future needs. It is the harmonious integration of a sound and viable economy, responsible 
governance, social cohesion and harmony, and ecological integrity to ensure that human 
development now and through future generations is a life-enhancing process. 
 
Volunteer ï individual/person or group who for reasons arising from their socio-
developmental, business and corporate orientation, commitment or conviction, contribute 
time, service, and resources whether full time or part time base to a just and essential social 
development cause, mission or endeavor in the belief that their activity is mutually meaningful 
and beneficial to public interest as well as to themselves. 
 
Vulnerability ï the characteristics and circumstances of a community, system or asset that 
make it susceptible to the damaging effects of a hazard. Vulnerability may arise from various 
physical, social, economic, and environmental factors such as poor design and construction 
of buildings, inadequate protection of assets, lack of public information and awareness, 
limited official recognition of risks and preparedness measures, and disregard for wise 
environmental management. 
 
Vulnerable and Marginalized Groups ï includes individuals or groups of people that face 
higher exposure to disaster risk and poverty including, but not limited to, women, especially 
pregnant women, youth, children especially orphans and unaccompanied children, elderly, 
differently-abled people, indigenous people, the disadvantaged families and individuals living 
in high risk areas and danger zones, and those living in the road right-of-ways and highly 
congested areas vulnerable to industrial, environmental, health hazards and road accidents. 
Included into the exposures of poverty are the marginalized farmers and fisher folks. 
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Executive Summary 

 The Bacolod City Risk Reduction and Management Plan (BCDRRMP) fulfills the 
requirement of RA 10121 of 2010, which provides the legal basis for policies, plans and 
programs to deal with disasters. The BCDRRMP covers four thematic areas, namely, (1) 
Disaster Prevention and Mitigation; (2) Disaster Preparedness; (3) Disaster Response; and 
(4) Disaster Rehabilitation and Recovery, which correspond to the structure of the National 
Disaster Risk Reduction and Management Council (NDRRMC). By law, the Office of Civil 
Defense (OCD) formulates and implements the NDRRMP and ensures that the framework, 
social, economic and environmental plans of communities, cities, municipalities and 
provinces are consistent with such a plan. 
 

Guided by the National DRRM framework, member agencies and partners of the 
Bacolod City DRRM Council set the direction, strategies and activities by developing a 
common vision which is ñA stronger, safer, climate change adaptive, and disaster resilient 
Bacolodò. With this in mind, quantifiable outcomes, indicators, and outputs of specific 
programs, projects and activities that need to be undertaken were crafted and established. 
These items are further discussed in the next chapters. 

 
Chapter I states the Ecological Profile of Bacolod City. In Chapter 2, you will see the 

Organizational Structure of BCDRRMC and BCDRRMO. Chapter 3 is about the Risk Profile 
of Bacolod City. Chapter 4 states the Situational Analysis or the SWOC Analysis of our city. 
Chapter 5 itemizes the cityôs DRRM Plan. And Chapter 6 states the Implementation, 
Monitoring and Evaluation of our 3-year DRRM Plan. 

 
Strengths-Weaknesses-Opportunities-Challenges Analysis (SWOC) can be used in 

various stages of the planning cycle. It has been widely used for strategy formulation and can 
be used effectively by combining strengths and weaknesses of the LGU with the opportunities 
And challenges in its environment. The Bacolod City DRRMC Technical Working Group 
carried out SWOC analysis to use it as basis for developing strategies under The LDRRMP. 
Here are some priorities and concerns identified: Urban vs Agricultural use, Traffic 
Congestion, low average household income, insufficient infrastructures facilities, inadequate 
social service facilities, vulnerability to disasters and calamities, urban poverty, urban 
governance and management, inadequate government health service facilities and political 
issues. 

 
The Bacolod City DRRM Plan 2023-2025 is a three year DRRM-CCA doable and 

achievable plan. Also, it is already gender inclusive, responsive and sensitive. It has four 
thematic areas with 11 Objectives/Impacts, 24 Outcomes, 63 Outputs, and 213 PPAs. Below 
is the summary of the Outcomes of every Thematic Area of Bacolod City Disaster Risk 
Reduction and Management Plan 2020-2022.

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CHAPTER I 

Ecological Profile 
 

1. Local History  
 

Bacolod, the ñSugar City in the Philippinesò, is one of the most progressive and elite 
cities in the country. Along its highway, sugarcane plantation is a typical scene; coconut and 
rice are also grown. The people are engaged in livestock, fishing and pottery. 
 
 Bacolod was derived from the Ilonggo word ñbakolodò meaning ñstonehillò since the 
settlement was founded in 1770 on a stonehill area, now the district of Granada and the 
former site of the Bacolod Murcia Milling Company (BMMC). 
 
 On March 1899, the American forces led by Colonel James G. Smith occupied 
Bacolod, the revolutionary capital of the Provisional Republic of Negros. Bacolod City was 
occupied by the Japanese forces on May 21, 1942. Three years after, it was liberated by the 
American forces on May 29, 1945. 
 
 By virtue of Commonwealth Act No. 326, enacted by the National Assembly, the City 
of Bacolod was created on June 18, 1938. 
 
          1A. Festivals 
 

Bacolod City celebrates three festivals ï MassKara Festival, Panaad sa Negros 
Festival, and Bacolaodiat Festival. 
 

Bacolod City is famous for its MassKara Festival held every fourth Sunday of 

October. The festival is highlighted with the famous MassKara street dance 

competition, where people from all walks of life travel the streets to see colorful 

masked dancers gyrate to the infectious rhythm of Latin-inspired dance music.  

Panaad sa Negros Festival, also called Panaad Festival, is annually held every 
April at Panad Park and Stadium. Thirteen (13) cities and nineteen (19) towns of the 
province participate in this festival. Panaad means ñvowò or ñpromiseò in Hiligaynon. It 
is celebrated to give thanks to the Divine Providence and to commemorate a vow in 
exchange for a good life. Thus, it is dubbed as the ñmotherò of all festivals by the 
province of Negros. 
 

Bacolaodiat Festival, on the other hand, is Bacolodôs Chinese New Year 
Festival. It comes from the word ñBacolodò, and ñLao Diatò which means celebration. 

 

2. Population and Social Services 
 

2A. Population Composition 

Total Population By Age Group and Sex  
Based on the 2020 census on population, Bacolod City has a total population 

of six hundred thousand seven hundred eighty-three (600,783) representing 18.63% 
of the three million two hundred twenty three thousand nine hundred fifty five 
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(3,223,955) total population of the Province of Negros Occidental. The figure 
constitutes 7.6% of the seven million nine hundred fifty four thousand seven hundred 
twenty three (7,954,723) total regional population and 0.55% of the one hundred nine 
million five hundred eighty-one thousand seventy-eight (109,581,078) total national 
population.  

 
 

Based on the 2020 data from the City Population Office of Bacolod City, senior 
citizens comprise 9%, children ages 0 to 19 comprise 35% and ages 20 years old to 
59 years old comprise 56% of the 600,783 population of Bacolod City. 

 
Females accounted for 51% or 284,994 of the total population while males 

comprised 49% or 276,881 based on the 2020 data.

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Eleven thousand (11, 000) of the 600,783 population of Bacolod City are 
beneficiaries of the 4Ps program of the Philippine Government. 

 
 At the national level, the population density in 2020 is recorded at 337 persons 

per square kilometer (sq. km.). Although Bacolod came in sixth as the most densely 

populated HUC outside the National Capital Region (NCR), the number is still 

significant at 3,496 persons per sq. km. compared to the national level.  

 At the barangay level, there are five barangays with the highest population 

density. These are Barangay 32 with a density of 1,130, Barangay 13 with 817, 

Barangay 27 with 671, Barangay 25 with 437, and Barangay 2 with 423. All these 

belong to the urban/numbered barangay. The most sparsely populated barangay is 

Alangilan at six then seconded by Barangay Granada at nine.  

 With a constant annual PGR of 1.79% (2020), population is directly proportional 

with the increase of Population Density. These factors are considered in the land use 

plan which makes it one of the reasons why vertical residences like condominiums are 

highly encouraged in the economic and investment promotions programs of the city.
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2B. Urban Household Population 
 
The city has a total of 127,687 households. A typical household has an average 

of 4 members. Barangays 8 and 37 registered the largest household size with 5.9 and 
5.3, respectively, while Barangays 13 and 24 have the smallest household size with 
3.3 and 3.5, respectively. The five most populated barangays are the following: 
Mansilingan with 45,181, Estefania with 40,931, Taculing with 39,891, Tangub with 
38,746, and Villamonte with 6,575. These barangays are within the range of 2-5 km., 
and accessible to where industries and major financial and educational institutions are 
located. 
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2C. Projected Population 
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2D. Social Services Facilities, Utilities and Amenities 

 
The Department of Social Services and Development (DSSD) is the social welfare 

agency of the city mandated to improve the living conditions of the indigent through social 

welfare services and programs. The department is tasked to care, protect, and rehabilitate 

segments of population that have the least in life in terms of physical, mental, and social 

well-being. Located at the BCGC, DSS also takes charge of relief operations during 

calamities.  

Office of the Senior Citizens Affairs 

Under DILG MC No. 2005-63 pursuant to Rule VIII of the Implementing Rules and 

Regulations (IRR) of RA No. 9257, every LGU shall establish an Office of the Senior 

Citizens Affairs19. On October 12, 2006, City Ordinance No. 416 was issued establishing 

the Elderly Benefits and Assistance Program of the city, Creating a Trust Fund Therefor 

and Other Purposes. Their office is located at the old City Hall where they provide the 

following services: processing of senior citizen identification cards and booklets, issuance of 

movie passes, day care service for senior citizens, veterans allowance, Nuga Best thermal 

acupressure treatment, personal and social development (PSD), advocacies on self and 

social enhancement, feeding, livelihood and socio-cultural and recreational activities and 

referrals. 

Women and Children Crisis Center 

Located in Barangay 9, the center offers the following services: intake interview 

guidance, paralegal counseling, monitoring, medico-legal examination, counseling and 

referrals. The passage of RA 9262 or the Anti-Violence Against Women and Children Act of 

200420 strengthened the need for a facility that will serve battered and abused women and 

children. In 2015, it provided services to 260 women and 122 children. 

Day Care Centers 

Bacolod city operates 116 day care centers. Barangay Villamonte has the most 

number of centers at 10 followed by Barangays Singcang and Mandalagan at 8. Then, at 7, 

comes Barangays Estefania, Banago and Handuman. There are 13 barangays with no day 

care centers, namely: 1, 5, 6, 8, 13, 18, 21, 22, 25, 31, 32, 33 and 36. 

Home for the Blind 

The Home for the Blind is situated at Bangga Pari, Barangay Mansilingan. Among its 

services are food assistance, massage therapy, and other social protection services. In 

2015 it assisted 49 individuals. 

Social Development Center 

The center is located at Barangay Taculing that provides residence custodial care, 

value formation, spiritual enrichment, therapy, family re-integration and counseling. They 

assisted 412 street children and children in conflict with the law (CICL) in 2015. 

Early Childhood Center 

Located at Barangay 20, the center provides activities such as field trips, reading, 

meetings, seminars and trainings to children, students, employees, parents and other 

indigents. It served 2,640 beneficiaries in 2015. 

Bacolod Boyôs Home 

Boys from ages 6-18 years old who were orphaned, abandoned, abused, neglected 

and street children are given a home or as close to a home as possible in this 

establishment, and provide them proper educational training for enhancement and 
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preparation of their eventual return to society. Apart from these two, they are also provided 

with health care, spiritual and social services. 

Bahay Pag-asa (House of Hope) Youth Center 

Operated by the University of St. La Salle (USLS) in their Granada campus, the center was 

established as a separate corrective and transformational facility exclusively for CICL and 

children at risk (CAR). It aims to administer a holistic formation/ transformational program 

with emphasis on basic education, spiritual formation, life skills and livelihood skills; provide 

competent and committed legal services which will include non-formal learning modules on 

criminal behavior and its consequences; and provide an interfaced support system for the 

youth offenders after their release composed of the family, the school or workplace, the 

church, and the community to ensure successful reintegration; and pilot, assess and 

improve the program so that it may serve as a model for youth rehabilitation which may be 

replicated in other areas of the country. 

Current and Projected Needs 

DSSD is mandated to care, protect, and rehabilitate segments of the population that 

have the least in life in terms of physical, mental and social well-being. The present office is 

spacious divided into the following areas: for personnel, for interview and counseling, a 

conference room, living quarters for male and female personnel during emergency 

operations, reception, exclusive space for conducting intake interviews, and storage area 

for relief goods.  Per DSSD standard, every 500 families should have one day care center. 

Based on the 2011 household population of 13,364, the ideal number should be 27; hence, 

there is a current need of 11 day care centers. By 2022, the city will need 32 day care 

centers to serve the projected 16,094 households. 
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2. Local Economy 
 

The highly-urbanized City of Bacolod has for more than a century held a rich history 
that is deeply rooted in its sugar industry. This industry had largely shaped Bacolod and 
also its neighboring towns and cities in the Province of Negros. But recent developments 
pose problems for the sugar industry in Negros, that officials of both the city and the 
province held a Tourism Summit. They are banking on tourism to become a ñmajor 
economic driverò and make it the provinceôs primary industry.  

Negros Island, to where Bacolod City belongs, is the countryôs top sugar producer ï 
it is also known as the Sugar Bowl of the Philippines. Although the sugar industry continues 
to account for the bulk of the islandôs economy, fortunately there are new industries 
emerging and thriving. Recent challenges faced by the industry pose a threat to the 
economic well-being of the island province. With the rationale that the province has to 
prepare for the future and canôt forever be dependent on sugar, the tourism industry 
emerges as one of its primary economic drivers. There is a great need to diversify because 
sugar is just one product and if sugar has a low price in the world market, then this will 
affect the whole province.  

The province of Negros has all the potentials, but needs infrastructure to attract more 
tourists. It would be easier to promote Negros if there are more infrastructures and facilities 
like DOT-accredited hotels. Since Bacolod, is the entry point to other cities and 
municipalities of the province, it must earn its reputation as the top model city. The recent 
Asia-Pacific Economic Cooperation (APEC) Summit, where Bacolod City hosted the 
meetings on March 2017, garnered positive feedbacks from foreign dignitaries and 
businessmen. The summit came at a most perfect time as the countryôs tourism continues 
to be robust and thriving.   

Other industries for diversification that also have potentials to be main economic 
drivers are food, real estate, agriculture and livestock. This diversification of the local 
economy will create massive and highly lucrative opportunities for the Negrenses. If new 
industries will come in, the affordability of things can be sustainable. New opportunities 
created will provide growth and job generation to the city and the whole province. 

The economic base of a city deals with how it earns its living. It consists of that 

proportion of employment and income generated in a local community that determines the 

overall level of production.  

For two centuries, Bacolod City being the capital of Negros Occidental, has an economy that 

was dependent on the sugar industry. But times are changing. Now the industry is facing new 

challenges that the local government officials are in agreement that the province need to 

diversify to other industries for its economic growth. For some years now, small portions of 

the vast sugarcane plantations that used to define the landscape of Bacolod were being 

developed for other agricultural or commercial uses. This diversification of the Bacolod 

economy would benefit the Negrenses by creating opportunities for growth and job 

generation. 

Primary Industries 

With the high demand for agricultural land for conversion to commercial and other 

uses, the area for primary sector source for the cityôs economy has also shrunk in size. 

Most of the cityôs food are sourced from its neighboring towns, such as Murcia, Talisay City, 

Bago City and as far away as Canla-on City in Negros Oriental. The few remaining 

barangays whose main sources of income are still largely agricultural are the upland 

barangays such as Felisa, Granada and Alangilan. Their primary industries are raising of 

livestocks, high value crops farming and organic farming. Whereas, those barangays that 
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engage in fishing are coastal barangays such as Banago, Magsungay, Pahanocoy, Punta 

Taytay and Sum-ag. The primary industries in Bacolod City are: 

¶ Livestock (gamecocks, poultries, piggeries) 

¶ Agriculture (high value crops farming, organic farming) 

¶ Fishing 

Secondary Industries 

Industries that are considered as secondary sector source for the cityôs economy are 

those in the Food Industry such as restaurants, eateries, and pasalubong centers; 

handicrafts/ceramics making and garments manufacturing. The secondary industries in 

Bacolod City are: 

¶ Food (Restaurants and Pasalubongs Centers) 

¶ Handicrafts/Ceramics making 

¶ Garments manufacturing 

Tertiary Industries 

For the industries that are considered as tertiary sector source for the cityôs economy 

are those involved in Tourism primarily for MassKara and Bacolaodiat festivals; IT-BPM 

Industry for voice and non-voice, KPO like animation; Education, since the city is home to 

top colleges and universities, Real Estate which is experiencing a boom nowadays and 

Trucking Services. The tertiary industries in Bacolod City are: 

¶ Tourism (Mass Kara, Bacolaodiat) 

¶ IT-BPM (Call Centers, Cybercentre) 

¶ Education (USLS, UNO-R, BCC, CAHMSC, Riverside, CSA-B, STI-WNU, etc.) 

¶ Real Estate (Ayala Land, MegaWorld, SM, City Mall, Camella) 

¶ Trucking Services

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4. Infrastructure and Physical base 
 
4A. Existing Road Network 
 
Transportation as the vital instrument of the society to afford the delivery of goods and 
services from the source to destination and vice versa plays its role being subjected to the 
concerns and issues that affect the traffic flow, mobilization of materials and manpower and 
distribution of products. Generally, road width varies from 6.0 meters for local streets 
especially in subdivisions and 16.0 meters for main thoroughfares which include major 
roads like the Senator Benigno Aquino Drive, PHHC, Circumferential Road and the La Salle 
Avenue and the roads at the reclamation area which have a width of 20.0 meters. 

Data gathered from the Bacolod City District Office of DPWH and Highway 
Maintenance Division of the City Engineers Office, the comprehensive road network length 
of Bacolod City measures 1,083.24 km. Of the total length 985.97 km. (91.02%) are 
concrete, 38.68 km. (3.57%) are asphalt, and 58.43 km. (5.39%) are unsealed gravel road 
and 0.16km. (0.02%) are unpaved.

National Roads 
Roads are classified mainly as primary and secondary. National Primary Roads 

connect two or more major cities with populations of 100,000 or more while National 
Secondary Roads complement the primary routes to connect other smaller cities, 
municipalities, major seaports and ferry terminals, major airports, and major national 
infrastructure. Presently, national roads in Bacolod City has a total length of 75.992 km, 
46.754 km. (61.52%) is concrete while the remaining 29.238 km. or 38.48% is asphalt. The 
detailed engineering designs, civil works and maintenance of all nationallyïfunded major 
thoroughfares are under the mandates of the DPWH-Bacolod City District Engineering Office. 

The city has seven (7) primary national roads, seven (7) secondary national roads 
and nine tertiary national roads whose road-right-of-ways width range from 20.00 m. to 40.00 
m. width. The roads with the widest right-of-way are Bacolod New North Road (40.00 m.) and 
Bacolod North Road whose largest width is 40.00 m. The longest national road is the Bacolod 
City Boundary Road which has a total length of 19.176 km. The Bacolod Circumferential 
Road (North) with a length of approximately    8.64 kilometres and the Bacolod 
Circumferential Road (South) with a length of approximately 9.1 kilometres, were constructed 
mainly to   provide access to cane trucks and large capacity vehicles in transporting goods 
to and from the city. This major highway , commonly known as Inner Circumferential Road 
(now named as Carlos Hilado Highway), brought major economic impact to the surrounding 
sub urban barangays. Barangays in the North that are greatly affected and increased its 
residential and commercial developments are Brgys. Banago, Bata, Estefania, Mandalagan 
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& Villamonte. On the other hand, Barangays in the South that tremendously improved its 
economy are Brgys. Taculing, Alijis, Tangub, Cabug & Pahanocoy. 

 
City  Roads 

Data gathered from the City Engineerôs Office of Bacolod show that city roads have a 
total length of 308.96 kilometers. This consists of 240.92 kilometers (77.98%) concrete, 
9.45 kilometers (3.06%) asphalt 58.43 kilometers (18.91%) unsealed gravel and 0.16 
kilometers (0.05%) unpaved. 
 

Subdivision Roads 
The rapid urban growth of the city has propelled the growth of subdivisions to cater 

to the shelter needs of the community. Subdivision roads in the city has a total length of 
698.28 kilometers. All of the roads within the subdivisions are fully paved equipped with 
sufficient drainage system. 
 
 
4B. Drainage System 
 

The major activities undertaken along this line are as follows: 

¶ Conduct of inventory of drainage lines especially along the major business districts 
where pipes or box culverts are relatively small and cannot efficiency serve the 
increase in volume of commercial activities. 

¶ Replacement of various drainage pipes to make them more serviceable. 
 

There are five (5) rivers that serve as natural drainage in areas where they are located. 
These are Sum-ag River, Catmon River (Mandalagan, Sulom and Cabachawan areas), 
Magsungay River Grande, Lupit Pequiño River and Tangub River. Most common sewerage 
system used by industrial, commercial and residential areas for the disposal of domestic 
wastes or industrial wastes are septic tanks, open canals, dead creeks and rivers which 
drain to Guimaras Strait. There are sixteen (16) flood prone areas in the City comprising of 
communities living in low- lying areas near the sea or riverbanks. These are the following:

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4C. Bridges and Flyovers 
 

There are 25 National bridges and 24 City Bridges within Bacolod City. The oldest is 
Lupit Bridge 1 which was an arch and a PSCG type of bridge constructed in year 1913. Per 
assessment conducted it is still fair in physical condition. All of the bridges regardless of 
their type were designed to a load capacity of twenty (20) tons except for Mambuloc Bridge 
1 which has a load capacity of fifteen (15) tons. Traffic congestion most often occurs in 
major intersections. In Bacolod City two flyovers were  constructed to  help decongest 
traffic.  These are the Lacson-Circumferential Flyover and the Araneta-Magsaysay Flyover. 

Lacson-Circumferential Flyover 
The Lacson-Circumferential Flyover, located in Brgy. Bata is the first one on Negros 

Island was built by the Department of Public Works and Highways. The steel flyover 
consists of five spans, four piers on concrete piles with a total length of 195.00 meters. The 
plan was approved by President 
Gloria Macapagal Arroyo, however construction was started under the administration of 
President Benigno Aquino, Jr. 

Araneta-Magsaysay Flyover in Bacolod 
The new two-lane Araneta-Magsaysay flyover w is located at the intersection of Araneta 
Avenue and Magsaysay Avenue which caters to about 40,000 vehicles daily. The flyover is 
7.5 meters wide and 280 lineal meters long. It was constructed using ñprefabricated 
modular steel technologyò.

Environmental Risks 

There are two locally funded bridges which are highly susceptible to flooding based 
on MGB survey findings. The 10 ton capacity Magsungay Bridge IV in JR Torres Ave., Brgy. 
Singcang and the 35 ton capacity Alijis-Taculing Bridge at C. Aquino Ave. , Brgy.Taculing 
were tagged to be located in highly risked areas. The remaining local bridges are in 
moderately and low risked sites, the same with all the 25 nationally funded bridges in the city. 
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4D. Land, Sea, Air Transportation Terminals 
 

Land Transportation 
There are two (2) privately owned land transportation terminals operated by Vallacar Transit, Inc. These are the Ceres South Terminal 

along Lopez Jaena St. in Brgy. 31 and the Ceres North Terminal, a modern structure located at Brgy. Bata. Roads are also used as 
terminals for jeeps thereby contributing to traffic congestion. Per assessment the two Ceres terminals have low susceptibility to flooding.

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Sea Transportation 
The vessel entry points in Bacolod are the Banago Wharf and Bacolod Real Estate and Development Corporation (BREDCO) Port. 

The physical condition of BREDCO Port is generally fair. Negros Navigation and Company, Ocean Jet, Sea Jet, WG&A, Inc., Aleson 
Shipping, William Lines, Weesam Express, Sulpicio Lines, Tri-Star Megalink Corp. and Fast Cat are the shipping lines that operate I n 
these ports. These companies provide daily access to our neighboring province, Iloilo City and Puerto Princesa via Iloilo City, Cagayan de 
Oro, General Santos, Zamboanga City, Cotabato, Butuan, Dipolog, Iligan, Ozamiz, and Surigao City via Cagayan de Oro route. 2GO Travel 
routes from Bacolod to Manila, Iloilo and Cagayan De Oro were launched in 2012 replacing Super Ferry and Negros Navigation. Travel time 
from Bacolod to Manila Port is from 18-23 hours while it takes 2-3 hrs from Bacolod to Dumangas Port and 45 minutes to 1 hour from 
Bacolod to the Port of Ilo-ilo.  

By land-ferry, Bacolod is approximately 45 minutes to an hour directly from Iloilo City while by land-RORO-land, Bacolod is 
approximately 3 hours from Iloilo City via Dumangas route. By land- ferry-land, Bacolod City is approximately 4 hours and 30 minutes from 
Cebu City via Toledo-San Carlos/Salvador Benedicto route while it takes approximately 6 hours by land-RORO-land via same route. By land-
RORO-land, Bacolod is approximately 7 hours and 30 minutes from Cebu City via Tabuelan-Escalante, Toledo-San Carlos/Escalante 
and Toledo-San Carlos/Canlaon routes. Pursuant to the requirements of Section 5 Article IV of Presidential Decree No.857 and Executive 
Order No.410 dated July 3, 1990, it is necessary to delineate the land and sea boundaries of the port of Banago and likewise place the 
delineated area under the administrative jurisdiction of Philippine Ports Authority (PPA). 

One of the major thrust under the Duterteôs administration is the upgrading and modernization of sea ports all over the country. The 
existing Banago Port in Bacolod City caters various services to passenger and freight vessels coming in and outside the city. This major 
industry had been operating for a long time already in the port. These trading services had greatly contributed to the continuously growing 
economy of the city. Bacolod City, categorically classified as a highly urbanized city, is the service center which caters the different major 
investments not only within its territorial boundary but also its adjacent and neighboring cities as well as provinces. As the city progresses, 
the port facilities needs upgrading and modernization, in order to cope with the its developing businesses. 

The Philippine Ports Authority (PPA) in Barangay Banago has been operating the ports facilities in Bacolod City for a long period of 
time. The need for improving and expanding port operations was initiated and proposed by the authority. The Port Zone Delineation (PZD) 
project aims to bring development to the port and improve better berthing services to the increasing vessels in the area. This shall constitute 
an area equivalent to 2,108,572 sq.m. for navigational and operational purposes. Among the projects identified to be given utmost priority by 
the management include the rehabilitation of causeway, renovation of old NENACO Ferry Terminal into Passenger Terminal and Port 
Manager Office Building, const. of two RORO Port facilities including the development of operational back up area equivalent to 24,000 
sq.m. These would serve as vital link for the efficient movement of goods and services not only in Bacolod City and its adjacent localities but 
all throughout the country doing business in the city. 

Finding these to be beneficial for the continuing development of the city, an approved Resolution was passed and endorsed by the 
City Development Council through CDC Resolution No.1 in 2014 and also favorably endorsed by the provincial government of Negros 
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Occidental through Provincial Development Council (PDC) Resolution No.7 in 2011. Also in 2019, a unanimous approval by the 
Infrastructure Development Committee of the Regional Development Council was passed through IDC Resolution No.12 S 2019. 
 

Air Transportation 
Air travel was earlier served by the Bacolod Domestic Airport at Singcang, Bacolod City. Demands for upgrade in facilities and 

services warranted the construction of a bigger and modern international airport. The former airport was the Bacolod City Domestic Airport 
serving the general area of Bacolod. Bacolod City Domestic Airport ceased operations on January 17, 2008 and the Bacolod-Silay 
International Airport started operations the day after. 

Situated in nearby City of Silay, the Bacolod-Silay International Airport is 15 kilometers north-east from Bacolod. By air travel time 
from Manila to Bacolod is 1 hour, 30 minutes from Cebu, 1 hour from Cagayan de Oro and 1 hour and 10 minutes from Davao City. Airlines 
that fly serve Bacolod-Silay Airport Philippine Airlines and Cebu Pacific Air.

4F. Power 
 

The significance of electricity in our lives is unparalleled. Over the years the uses and needs of electricity in our lives have been 
growing faster than ever proving the importance of electricity in our lives. Its importance is so major that it has become an integral part of the 
modern life and one cannot think of a world without it. A country without sufficient electricity supply is deemed under developed. 

 
A total of 129,312 was recorded in 2016 as the overall number of surveyed household. Coming from both the urban and sub-urban 

barangay in the city there were 75.70% or about 97,889.18 households served with electricity leaving 31,422.82 unserved households or 
about 34.30%. Barangay Estefania has the most no. of Households of about 8,975 and 8,083 Households or about 
90.01% were energized. 

 
For Residential connections of 149,568 in 2020, it increased by 7,093 or about 4.74% in 2021, Increased by 8,169 or about 5.2% in 

2016. For Commercial connections of 10,544 in 2020, it increased by 447 or about 4.23% in 2021, increased by 376 or about 3.42% in 2016. 
For Industrial connections of 130 in 2020, it increased by 12 or about 9.23% in 2021, increased by 10 or about 7.04% in 2016. For 
Institutional connections of 570 in 202-, it increased by 20 or about 3.51% in 2021, increased by 59 or about 10% in 2016. With the different 
types of Power connections data recoeds showed that there is a remarkable increase of supply for energy with the industries operating in the 
city. It is part of the long-range land use plan to industrialize   parcels of land on the southernmost part of the city. Mainly this was envisioned 
to bring more opportunities in terms of investments as well as employment and revenue generation foreseen to be advantageous to the city.

the National Power Corporation. Central Negros Electric Cooperative, Incorporated 
(CENECO) is the franchise holder of the power utility that provides power to the cities of 
Bacolod, Silay, Bago, Talisay and the town of Murcia in Central Negros Occidental. CENECO 
started its power service and operations way back in the year 1975. The advent of green 
energy has prompted commercial establishments and malls to install solar panels as support 
for eco-friendly sources of energy. CENECO has five (5) power transmission and distribution 
lines. The biggest area occupies 161.30 hectares and the longest distribution line spans 
1,001,322 m. or 1001.322 km. All power transmission lines of CENECO are highly 
susceptible to tropical cyclone and earthquake.

For the Level 3 Water Supply System, the main source of water supply of the city is 

the Bacolod City Water District or BACIWA. The Bacolod City Water District or BACIWA 

supplies the water needs of the city. Originally, the water supply system of Bacolod City 

was constructed in 1925 as Yulo Waterworks System (YWS) under the city administration. 

According to sources at the BACIWA, the management of the YWS was transferred to 
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NAWASA in 1955 by virtue of RA 1383. On August 10, 1965, management was returned to 

the city government. On October 9, 1963 the Sangguniang Panlungsod passed SP No. 

4460 creating the Bacolod City Water District (BACIWA). 

BACIWA acquired from the Yulo Waterworks System Boro-Boro and Bocal-Bocal 

springs, seven (7) deep wells in the city proper, one (1) deep well in Sum-ag with a capacity 

of 3,788 cu.m. and approximately 66 km. pipelines with appurtenances.

Postal and 
messenger services are provided for by the government owned Philippine Postal Corporation (PhilPost) and other private companies like 
Fed Ex/ Air 21, JRS Express, LBC, DHL, To Go, Libcap Super Express, NS Ocana ad EXL Worlwide Express. PhilPost has its office along 
Gatuslao St. Two (2) landline telephone service companies operate in Bacolod City.These are the Philippine Long Distance Telephone 
(PLDT) and Innove. PLDT and Innove have offices in Bacolod City. Public calling stations are mostly located in commercial centers and 
malls. However with the advent of cellular phones calling stations have become obsolete. One can also make calls to landline subscribes in 
some stores who charge calls. Four (4) companies operate mobile network services, namely: ABS-CBN Mobile, Smart Communications, Inc.

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5. Environmental Management and Natural Resources 
 
5A. Topography 
 

There are two visible landforms in Bacolod, the coastal and alluvial plains. The 
coastal geomorphology consists of tidal flats that are characterized by the presence of palm 
(nipa) and tree (bakawan) variety as well as fishponds. The coastal landform is also 
composed of beach ridges and swales. This landform is derived from a mixture of fluvial 
and marine deposits. It has flat to nearly flat relief. The coastal barangays of Banago, 1, 2, 
10, 12, 16, 35, and estuaries of barangay Singcang (Magsungay), Pahanocoy, Punta-
Taytay, Tangub and Sum-ag straddle this landform. 

The broad alluvial plains consist of river terraces and river fans which represent the 
deposition of the river system. Most of the agricultural barangays of Alangilan, Granada and 
Sum-ag belong to this landform. 

Bacolod is a city on the northwest coast of Negros Island in the Philippines. It has a 
coordinate of latitude 10.6840° N and longitude 122.9563° E. Its global location is 10 
degrees, 40 minutes 40 seconds ï north and 122 degrees 54 minutes 25 seconds ï east 
with Bacolod Public Plaza as the benchmark. The city is bounded inland on the north by the 
City of Talisay, on the east by the Municipality of Murcia, and on the south by the City of 
Bago. It is coastally bounded on the west by the Guimaras Strait. Bacolod serves as a 
natural border of Northwest Negros Island Region to the neighboring Western Visayas. 

Bacolod has a total land area of 16,145 hectares (has.) or 161.45 square kilometers 

(sq. km.) including straits and bodies of water and the 214-hectare reclamation area. 

5B. Slope 

The city is ideally located on a flat area which is slightly sloping down as it extends 

toward the sea with an average slope of 0.9 percent (%) in the city proper and 3%-5% in 

the suburbs. Its altitude is 32.8 feet (ft.) or 10.0 meters (m.) above sea level with the 

Bacolod Public Plaza located at the Central Business District (CBD) as its benchmark. 

 5C. Soil 

Nine soil types occur in Bacolod City. Namely: hydrosol, rough mountainous land, 

Silay sandy loam, Silay loam, Bago sandy clay loam, Guimbala-on fine sandy loam, Bago 

fine sandy loam, Guimbala-on loam, and Tupi fine sandy loam 

Hydrosol 
This type of soil formation is found along the coastal areas of the city. It is not suited 

for crops as most of the time it is covered by sea water especially during high tide. The soil 
varies in texture from sand to clay. It is gray to bluish gray in color indicating a poor 
drainage condition. 

Rough Mountainous Land 
 This miscellaneous land type is of non-agricultural value. Areas classified under 
rough mountainous land are mostly derived from basalt and andesite which are fine-
textured rocks, mainly dark in color, and of volcanic origin. Because of the humid condition 
and the comparatively high temperature prevailing in the locality, rock weathering is intense 
with the resulting formation of deep soils. In some sections, outcrops of boulders are 
abundant. It is hilly and mountainous roughly broken by very deep guiles and canons, cliffs, 
creeks and rivers. The soil formed from the decomposition of this rock is dark brown to 
reddish brown, loam to clay loam, and ranging in thickness from 20 to 35 centimeters (cm.). 
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These areas are covered by Lantawan Peak, Mount Mandalagan, Mount Silay, and Mount 
Canla-on. The chain of mountain ranges along the boundary between Occidental and 
Oriental Negros are classified under this category of subsoil with grayish brown color when 
wet to gray when dry, and silt loam. 

Silay Sandy Loam 
This type of soil series is found near Bacolod, Talisay, and Bago Abuanan. It has a 

nearly flat topography with good external drainage. The internal drainage is poor. The 
surface soil is very loose and friable with a layer and depth from 20 cm. to 25 cm. Its color 
is dark gray when dry becomes almost black when wet. There are no stones or rock 
outcrops in this soil type. Its acidity ranges from a pH of 5.00 to 6.00, which is more acidic 
than the sandy loam type. The high acidity may be attributed by the constant application of 
ammonium sulfate. The organic matter content of this soil is very low. 

Silay Loam 

This type of soil is fairly well due to the presence of drainage canals. It has a thick 

layer of heavy clay as part of the substratum. Drainage in this case is very much checked. 

The surface soil is usually from 15 cm. to 20 cm. thick with dark gray to almost black in 

color. It is arable when moist, but becomes a little crumbly to almost slightly cloddish when 

dry. This is especially true under lowland rice conditions. Stones or rock outcrops of any 

kind are absent in this soil. The appearance of this soil indicates the presence of more 

organic matter than in the sandy loam or fine sandy loam types. Some areas of this soil 

type become sugar cane fields. Other areas are devoted to lowland rice field where weeds 

and rice straw are plowed under during the preparation of the field for planting. 

Bago Sandy Clay Loam 
This soil type is found in widely, scattered areas of the lower sections of the upland 

soil. Unlike the other types, Bago sandy clay loam occurs in the low-lying areas between 
high slopes. It has very poor internal and external drainage. The surface soil has the 
characteristics or properties of clay. The gray to light gray soil is soft plastic and sticky when 
wet with a depth that ranges from 15 cm. to 30 cm. The bluish-gray soil has poor drainage. 
It is sticky when wet then becomes hard and compact upon drying. Bago sandy clay loam is 
seldom devoted to upland crops. 

Guimbala-on Fine Sandy Loam 
The surface soil of Guimbala-on fine sandy loam is light brown when wet to a depth 

of 20 cm. to 30 cm. The horizon lies over a clay substratum. Drainage is good to fair, and 
the topography is generally flat due to undulating bamboo clumps that are abundant along 
the banks of creeks and gullies. Sugar cane is the most important crop grown in this soil 
type. Other crops are upland rice and corn. This soil is acidic with a pH of 5.5 like other 
types of soil. It needs liming and green manuring in order to slightly increase the organic 
matter content of the soil, and by adding more nitrogen and other mineral elements in 
valuable forms. 

Bago Fine Sandy Loam 
This soil type generally has an undulating slope with an elevation of about 8 ft. above 

sea level. Drainage is both externally and internally poor. The loose and friable surface soil 
is constantly washed away due to poor percolation. Erosion of this soil type is serious. The 
surface soil generally ranges from 10 cm to 15 cm in thickness, and occasionally reaches 
up to 20 cm. The loose and friable fine sandy loam is gray when dry, but becomes flow of 
the water. Contour farming and strip cropping are some of the suggested practices on land 
use. Sugar cane is the principal crop of this soil type. It is deficient in potash and 
considered poor. 
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Guimbala-on Loam 
Guimbala-on clay cannot be cultivated in wide lots because of gullies and rivers. This 

loam type is not so dissected or broken. The elevation of this soil type varies from 400 ft. to 
500 ft. Its color is a medium brown soil which varies from light brown to dark brown or dark 
grayish brown when moist. The surface soil depth is from 20 cm. to 30 cm. Sugarcane is 
the principal crop grown as well as other upland crops such as rice and corn. 
Tupi Fine Sandy Loam 
 
This soil type has a surface soil with a depth from 5 cm. to 30 cm. Its texture ranges from 
sandy to silty. The color is dark gray to grayish black when dry, but becomes black when 
wet and easy to plow. The soil in the level areas of the city is suitable for production of 
primary crops such as rice, sugar cane, coconuts, and vegetables. The areas adjacent to 
the shoreline are suited for aquamarine culture. 
 
5D. Mineral 

 Based on the Department of Environment and Natural Resources ï Mines and 

Geosciences Bureau Mineral Resource Map of the Province of Negros Occidental, there 

are no metallic deposits present in the City of Bacolod. However, the non-metallic 

resources that may be present are sand and gravel, and rock aggregate deposits along 

river/creek embankments and channels. 

5E. Rivers 

There are seven (7) major rivers in Bacolod City. These are Banago River, Sum-ag 

River, Mandalagan River, Magsungay River, Lupit River, Pahanocoy River and Tangub 

River that traverses Bacolod Cityôs Flood Plain and exits to the Guimaras Strait through its 

coastal section. Aside from the major rivers, there are also a total of 48 creeks and other 

tributaries in Bacolod City. These rivers, creeks and other tributaries serve as natural 

drainages in areas where they are located. 

Most common sewerage system used by industrial, commercial and residential 

areas for the disposal of domestic or industrial wastes are septic tanks, open canals, dead 

creeks, and rivers which drain to Guimaras Strait. Strict Implementation of National Buliding 

Code of the Philippines (PRESIDENTIAL DECREE NO. 1096). 

Section 903. Wastewater Disposal System 

¶ Sanitary sewage from buildings and neutralized or pre-treated industrial wastewater 

shall be discharge directly into the nearest street sanitary sewer main of existing 

municipal or city sanitary sewerage system in accordance with the criteria set by the 

Code on Sanitation and the National Pollutio Control Commission. 

¶ All buildings located in areas where there are no available sanitary sewerage system 

shall dispose their sewageòImhoffò or septic tank and subsurface absorption field. 

¶ Sanitary and industrial plumbing installations inside buildings and premises shall 

conform to the provisions of the National Plumbing Code.

5F. Coastal  

Bacolod City has nine coastal barangays. Some of its residents are dependent on 
the resources that are present in the coastal area. The coastline of Bacolod City is 
approximately 12 km. long. These coastal barangays are namely: Banago, Singcang-
Airport, Tangub, Pahanocoy, Sum-ag, Punta-Taytay, 1, 2 and 35. 

The city has an estimated coastal population of one hundred forty-four thousand nine 
hundred fifty-four (144,954) inhabitants comprising of twenty-nine thousand five hundred 
eighty-two (29,582) households. There are approximately one thousand six hundred ninety 
(1,690) fisher folks who depend on the coastal resources as source of livelihood. 
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5G. Mangrove Forest 

There are patches of mangrove species thriving in some coastal barangays in the 

city. Most common species are bungalon and bacauan. This can be found in the barangays 

of Pahanocoy, Punta Taytay, Sum-ag, Banago and Tangub. Mangrove rehabilitation is 

undertaken in some areas of Barangay Singcang and Barangay Tangub. The mangrove 

rehabilitation in Barangay Punta Taytay is in partnership with Sea Oil Company and the 

University of Saint La Salle. 

5H. Forest 

Natural timber and minor forest products are regarded as the largest natural 

resource assets of communities (Laarman, Steward and Dugan, 1995). Though the city has 

no timberland, it managed to create green spaces and allocate areas for tree plantations. 

The Department of Environment and Natural Resourcesô (DENR) field offices had 

initiated to adopt several areas in the city as National Greening Program (NGP) sites. NGP 

is a reforestation program that aspires planting of about 1.5 billion trees in 1.5 million 

hectares of land from 2011 to 2016.The strategies include harmonization of initiatives from 

non-government organizations such as the Foundation for the Philippine Environment 

(FPE) and the Philippine Tropical Forest Conservation Foundation (PTFCF); provision of 

incentives for peopleôs organization; and maximization of available science and technology 

(clonal nursery, bio-fertilizers and pesticides, and GIS mapping and geo- tagging). Identified 

NGP sites in Bacolod City covers a total area of 266.78 hectares and are located in 

Barangays Singcang, Tangub, Sum-ag, Punta Taytay and Vista Alegre. Mangroves of 

different species such as Bungalon (Avicennia alba), Pagatpat (Sonneratia alba), 

Bakhawan Lalaki (Rhizophora apiculata), Bakhawan Babae (Rhizophora mucronata) were 

planted in the coastal areas while ornamental plants and fruit trees like Jackfruit, 

Calamansi, Guyabano, Mango and Coconut were planted in the upland barangay.
